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FUN WITH FUNMITTERS BY TOM, VE4AKI

Modern ham radio gear are wonders of applied technology in design and manufacture. Advances in 
digital signal processing and noise reduction have made operating under the current conditions much 
more successful. Recently I came across a couple of old projects that put this in perspective and 
brought back some old memories.

I have been involved in QRP activities for over 20 years. Back in the early 90's when the QRP bug bit I 
was also inflicted with the homebrew bug. I wanted a taste of the real QRP experience ie. using a rig 
that you had built yourself. After researching many resorces both old and new I found what I was looking 
for.

The February 1981 73 magazine featured plans by WA0RBR to build the "Funmitter" a QRP transmitter 
for 40 Meters using easy to obtain components from the junkbox or Radio Shack. My junkbox contained 
most needed parts and the rest came from Radio Shack. The design was simple, a one transistor 
oscillator and a final amplifier with two transistors [2N3055] in parallel. It was designed to operate on 24 
volts and had an output of 5 watts. 

I decided to give it a try and eventually built a second one for 30 Meters.  The components were 
mounted on perfboard using adhesive backed copper tape for the connections [ my homebrew solution 
for PC boards ] Slight changes were made to accomidate parts on hand mostly salvaged from other 
defunct electronic devices. The 40 meter version was packaged in an enclosure of unknown heritage 
and the 30 meter version in a recycled Heathkit keyer cabinet. The 30 meter version uses a variable cap 
to warp the crystal frequency. Both funmitters worked well with about 1.5 watts out on 12v and 4 watts 
out on 24v.
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Many pleasurable contacts were made with both transmitters.  As much as I appreciate operating  
modern gear it's nice to reflect on the satisfaction felt in those first steps into low power operating.

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DOES ANYONE HEAR ME? BY BERNIE, KQ3Z

So you’re calling CQ and there’s no answer.  The band conditions aren’t great but someone must hear 
me?  Where is my signal going?  Have you ever had these feelings?  Especially when you’re working at 
QRP power levels?  

Well there’s a way to take the data from the internet and construct a visual map to show exactly where 
your signal is going and it’s received signal strength.  I use the information to help tweak my antenna for 
better coverage.  You all are probably familiar with the website Reverse Beacon Network.  This site  
combines receivers from around the world and lists signals received along with their signal strength.  
The neat thing is you can do a search by call sign.  

Enter your call sign and you will get a list of all the receivers that heard your signal along with the signal 
strength in db.  You can further combine this information with a mapping website. I use, As The Crow 
Flies, to visibly plot how your signal is being transmitted over the entire US.  

Here are two examples.  The first shows the stations that I worked during the NAQCC December 2016 
Sprint.  The map gives a rough view of how my signal was being received during the contest.  However, 
you still need to consider that I only worked these areas because stations were active in them.  You can’t 
work them if they’re not on the air.  

The second example is more representative of the recent poor bad conditions with zero sun spots.  The 
evening of January 12th was another of several days of zero sun spots.  Listening to 80-meters that night 
yielded very few stations on the air.  Copying their conversations, I found that all were operating at 100 
watts or greater power levels. 

I called CQ at 5 watts for several minutes with no response.  I wondered if my signal was even being 
heard.  I did a search by my call sign on Reverse Beacon Network and then plotted the results on As 
The Crow Flies.  See below for a list of receivers that heard my signal, its signal strength and a visual of 
where I was being heard at that moment.
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Reverse Beacon search by my call sign, KQ3Z, listed the following stations that received my signal:

A few minutes later I made contact with KC4JWO in Williston, FL and we had a nice long QSO.  He was 
at 100 watts and I was at five.  
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DAVE BELVILLE, KD9VT, #8323

Hello everyone. I’m Dave, KD9VT  (NAQCC 8323) and I am honored to have been chosen for the 
Member Spotlight this month. I am 62-years-old and am retiring at the end of the February. I am semi-
retired now and only work three days a week. I am a Systems Engineer in the IT industry and work for a 
small company in Iowa. I have a beautiful, loving wife, five wonderful children and four even more 
wonderful grandchildren. My QTH is Silvis, IL which is in the Iowa/Illinois Quad City area on the 
Mississippi river.

When I was very young (seven or eight years old) I had a strong desire to know how things worked. I 
would take anything apart (and could usually put it back together…but not always) to see how it worked. 
It wasn’t long until electronic items grabbed my interest. My dad bought me a book titled “A Boy and a 
Battery” and that did it. I was hooked on all things electric. I learned quickly that electricity was 
something to be very careful with. The learning experience wasn’t pleasant, but it was a good lesson.

 By the time I was ten, I had fixed my first AM broadcast band receiver. A neighbor gave it to me 
because it had a loud hum. Having only played with low voltage DC after my 'learning experience', I 
didn’t know for sure why the radio would do that. I put it on the table in my room for a few days and went 
to the library. I found a book on radio repair and one of the chapters was about filtering 60-cycle hum in 
a power supply. 

I read that entire book several times and then sat down at the table to try my hand at fixing that radio.  I 
knew that it was probably going to be a capacitor causing the problem but there were a lot of capacitors 
on the bottom of that chassis and I had no idea which one would make the radio hum.

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After some poking around and looking at where the various components were hooked up and what they 
seemed to be attached to, I found that this one large capacitor was connected to a strange looking 
finned device that I was not sure of its function. After following wires and connections, I decided that the 
device was connected to the big transformer on the top of the chassis. Since the transformer was 
connected to the AC power, I was sure that capacitor had to be the culprit. The leads were long enough 
that I could cut them (so I could remember where it was connected). 

So, I cut the leads, took the big capacitor and walked over to the Team Electronics store that was a 
couple blocks from our house.  I told the man at the counter what I was doing and that I thought this 
capacitor was the problem. He looked at me and said, “Well, you may be right”. He dug around in a box 
and gave me one that looked similar but the numbers on it (rating) were higher. He said, “Try it, it should 
work”. I asked him how much it cost and he said, “Take it and let me know if it fixes the problem”. So, I 
thanked him and took it home. I was so excited about the prospect of fixing that old radio. 

I had a paper route in those days and almost ran through the entire (100+ papers) route that day. I 
couldn’t wait to get home. I ran to my room and pulled out the big soldering gun my dad gave me (it was 
his but he never used it). I was not confident about soldering in a tight area and wasn’t sure how to get 
all of the old solder off to solder the new capacitor in its place. I had noticed that there was a plus sign 
on one end so I looked at the old one to see if it had one. It did not have a plus sign but it did have a 
minus sign so I assumed the other end must be the plus end. I knew from my book and my battery 
experiments that with DC voltage, polarity was important but this radio ran on AC power! 

I wasn’t sure why it would matter but I put the new capacitor in the same as the old one by neatly 
wrapping the leads on the new one with the leads I had left in place from the old one and soldering them 
together. I neatly tucked it up in the chassis where the old one was. I put the chassis back in the plastic 
enclosure, held my breath and plugged it in. After a few seconds, the radio came to life and I couldn’t 
believe it. There was sound with NO HUM! 

I called my parents to my room to show off my work and I will never forget the smile on my dad’s face. I 
had one more person to tell. I ran over to the Team Electronics store to tell the man that gave me the 
capacitor about my repair job. He congratulated me and shook my hand. His name was John and I will 
never forget him. He gave me an after school job when I was thirteen.

OK, fast forward three years. I am more interested in electronics than ever.  My cousin, who happened 
to be a ham, was very supportive and helpful. He worked as a technician in a company that built 
electronic controls. He would always bring me relays, diodes, capacitors, resistors, etc. that were no 
longer being used and they did not want. I believe they had a major housecleaning once because he 
brought me boxes of stuff which included not only the usual but enclosures, connectors, wire, 
transformers, tubes, you name it. I was a boy in electronics heaven. 

Not long after that, he started me building. We went through the boxes and pulled out an enclosure, 
transformer, diodes, capacitors, binding posts, fuse holder, power cord and a couple of terminal strips. 
He handed me a schematic and said, “I will be back in a couple days”. Wow, I was going to build 
something, but what was it? I looked at the schematic a while and it dawned on me. A power supply! 

I worked on it for two days trying to get holes drilled, parts mounted, etc. Finally, it was done. I got out 
my VOM and connected it to the binding posts. I was so excited I couldn’t wait. I plugged it in and turned 
it on…..nothing. The voltmeter didn’t move. So, I opened it up and spent two hours making sure it was 
wired right. It looked right so why didn’t it work? Frustrated, I unplugged it and left it for a while. 

Then, it dawned on me. I will trace the circuit using my VOM until I find the spot where there is voltage. It 
took me awhile but I found the problem. There was no fuse in the fuse holder. I put one in it and IT 
WORKED!  The little neon light came on and the VOM needle moved up to about 12 volts. I felt like Dr. 
Frankenstein….It’s alive!!  When my cousin came over, he checked it and helped me neaten it up a little 
and said, “Good job”.  That’s it, I was hooked on electronics.
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Shortly after my power supply project, my cousin, whose name was also Dave, showed me his shack. I 
remember the D104 microphone sitting there just crying to be talked to. He fired things up and looked 
out the window while he tuned his antenna (he was watching a bulb to get it as bright as he could). He 
pulled the microphone over and called CQ. 

I still remember his voice, the way he called, and the phonetics he used. I even remember his call. CQ 
CQ Kilo Nine Baker Easy Sugar…..finally someone answered and I was amazed. I started going to 
hamfests with him and one day we came home with a big Hallicrafters receiver and a speaker for it. We 
set it up and hooked a piece of wire to the antenna connection but didn’t hear much but noise. He said, 
“I will be over on Saturday and we will put up a dipole”. A dipole? What the heck is a dipole? A trip to the 
library answered that question. 

On Saturday, he showed up with some coax, insulators, stranded copper cable, etc. and four hours later, 
I was hearing all kinds of things on my new receiver. What was I hearing though? Then, he pulled a 
device out of his box, plugged it in, and waited for the tube to warm up. It made a nice sounding tone. 
He pulled out a straight key and a paper with the Morse code letters on it. He showed me how to send 
and said, “Practice every day”. I did, I practiced every day. I could send every letter and number at 
probably eight to ten WPM. I was sure I was going to be a Super Ham.

Dave came back a few days later and I showed him how well I could send Morse. He said, “Great, now 
let me send and you copy”. What? I had to copy it and write it? What a letdown. I could send it but what 
the heck was I hearing? I got about one of every five letters. 

He smiled and said, “Use your tape recorder and record yourself sending. Then, play it back and copy 
it”. I did that and soon, I could copy at five WPM. He also had me listening to my receiver to try and copy 
actual QSOs. There weren’t many I could copy well but I finally got good enough that he decided I 
should take the novice code test. We went to some guy’s house and I sent my beautiful code to him and 
he sent something that vaguely resembled my code to me. I guess I did well enough because my cousin 
said, “Now, we have to work on the theory portion”.

We never got to the theory. About a week later, a big storm came through in the night and blew the huge 
tree that my dipole was connected to over. It ripped the cable off the house and since the coax was very 
securely attached, it pulled my receiver right off the table and through the window it sat in front of. The 
tree hit the house and mom and dad came running because they heard the noise in my room. I will 
never forget that night. It was the night my Ham Radio career literally went out the window. 

I continued with my electronics hobby and took some electronics training correspondence courses but 
never did anything more with Ham Radio…..until almost 50 years later.

In the summer of 2014, something sparked a renewed interest in Ham Radio in me. I decided that I was 
getting close to retirement age and wanted a year round hobby. I have never really had a hobby that 
held my interest for very long; but I was sure Amateur Radio would be different. Boy is it.

I researched license procedures, purchased the Technician class license manual and started studying. 
Morse code is no longer a requirement so hey, it is easier than before. I was through the manual in a 
couple weeks. I knew the answer to every sample question. I decided it was time.

I contacted a local club (Green River Valley Amateur Radio Society) and sent an inquiry to the club 
contact. It wasn’t long before I got a response telling me about the club and when the next meeting was.  
I went to the meeting and asked for someone named Pete. That was the day I knew this hobby was for 
me. Pete (NN9K) quickly became my Elmer and a good friend. He got me going quickly and loaned me 
everything I needed to get on the air when I got my license. I tested at that meeting and passed the 
Technician element. 
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Even though I had not studied for it, I tried the General exam but missed it by one. Darn, one question. 
Oh well, I had earned a license and could get on the air. My very first QSO was with Pete. I was shaking 
and could hardly talk but I did it. I had my first QSO. I was a ham now. Two months later I tested for 
General and Extra. I got my Extra that day and couldn’t wait to try it out. Pete helped me and supported 
me every step of the way. 

It wasn’t long before Pete suggested that I start to learn Morse. I was having so much fun with SSB that 
I wondered why I should learn it, but I did. I tried on my own and even though I was learning, I wanted to 
learn faster. I enrolled in a CW Ops CW Academy class. That did it, I wanted to do this. I practiced 3-4 
hours per day and passed the class. 

I felt confident enough to get on the air with CW. I was nervous as heck but I did it. That was February of 
2016, about one year ago. You know who my first CW QSO was with right? Yep, it was Pete; my Elmer 
and very best friend. 

One thing I immediately learned was that Morse copied on the air is much different than copying it from 
a computer. I knew the characters and what they sounded like but….what the heck was he sending? I 
only got about half of what he sent but I was happy.  I worked all of the CW I could and built my 
confidence. I looked for stations calling CQ at my speed. There were a lot of them so I got lots of 
practice. As my confidence and ability grew, so did my interest. I joined a couple of clubs (SKCC and 
NAQCC) and participated in some sprints and contests. I did quite well in some of them and it made me 
more determined to build my skills. Pretty soon, I unhooked the microphone and put it on the shelf. I 
have not used it since June of last year. 

 I have participated in several NAQCC events. I was one of four N9A operators during the 12th 
Anniversary week and have received some nice wallpaper. I have found that QRP is not only more 
challenging, but is more exciting. I sometimes operate QRPp and am amazed at what you can do with 
500mw and a piece of wire. I belong to the NAQCC Illowa chapter (The "Quad Cities" area of IL/IA) and 
have made even more good friends. I really enjoy portable QRP operating and sometimes sit in the 
backyard to play. 

For QRP, I have a K1 that I built from a kit, a KX2 and a HB1B. I can’t tell you how many antennas and 
tuners I have built and tried. I will continue to do that too. Experimenting is part of the hobby and I do a 
lot of it. A few times I have wished I hadn’t but it is all part of the learning process. I have found that for 
me, CW is the only mode I need; and for fun and challenging things to do, NAQCC is the only club I 
need.

Five watts, a wire and NAQCC….it doesn’t get any better.

Thank you all for the good times you have given me. By the time you read this, I will be close to fully 
retired. I hope that after I am, I get to know a lot more of you.

We also had our annual 160-meter sprint on the 25th.  There was a good turnout for the sprint and many 
participants reported fairly good conditions.  Here is what K4ORD said:  “Set my goal at 25 qso's, easily 
beat that due to the good turnout and good conditions, some signals were a real S9 and one from NC 
was a good ten over S9!”  And here is what first-timer AA2VG had to say:  “Amazed! This was my first 
160 sprint. My question going into the sprint was how can you make a qrp contact on this band that is 
almost always filled with QRN and most Hams run amplifiers? I was surprised at how quiet the band 
was. Using 5 watts I made a bunch of contacts even to FL.”

We have a number of nets (QRS = slow speed, QRQ = higher speed) designed to help people build up their CW 
operating skills.  Complete information about these nets can be found at  
http://naqcc.info/cw_nets.html.  Questions should be directed to Net Manager Wayne, NQ0RP.
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F2 skip (NVIS) with low D absorption. I've been noting the fxF2 index at the top of each band's weekly commentary, which index 
(based on tests conducted from Point Arguello between San Luis Obispo and Santa Barbara) seems to be most predictive of 
HF propagation and NVIS here in Coastal California. It is less accurate for states north of California, as the strength of the F2 
layer diminishes at the higher latitudes. For example, N7HRK/M in Libby, Montana, and W7SAG in Eagle, Idaho, can rarely 
hear each other at about 350 miles apart.
Indeed, we've had near NVIS conditions at the beginning of each 40-meter net this past month, with the band tending to 'go 
long' halfway through the net such that stations closer than 400 miles stop hearing each other. For that reason I sometimes 
recruit either N7HRK or W7SAG to close the net after SF Bay area stations stop hearing me. If we started half an hour later, 
most of us wouldn't hear each other from the git go. 
Likewise, we've mostly had good NVIS conditions on 80 meters at net start two hours later, with the band going long 15 to 30 
minutes into the net. A few people check into both nets, but each net also attracts several unique check-ins, as you can see by 
the QNI reports.
I'm thinking of putting up a 160-meter trap dipole and forming a 160-meter FRN that could meet much later at, say, 0400z. 
Speaking of which, there was quite a bit of activity here in the western states during the CQ 160-meter CW contest last 
weekend, mostly between 1810 and 1830 kHz.

MEMBER NEWS:  On Friday, January 20th, 2017 the Florida Chapter of NAQCC held its latest 
“Operation in the Park” event at Hontoon Island State Park.  Hontoon Island State Park is a 1,650-acre 
island tucked away on the St. John’s River southwest of Deland, Florida.  The island is accessible only 
by private boat or park ferry. Evidence of Native American habitation over thousands of years can be 
witnessed as visitors hike through the park. Boating, canoeing, and fishing are popular activities and 
canoe rentals are available. Picnic areas include tables, grills, and a playground. Overnight boat slip 
rentals are also available.

Evidence shows that inhabitants have been living along the St. Johns River for over 12,000 years. Shell 
mounds and other artifacts found on Hontoon Island prove that many Native Americans called this place 
home.

In the 1500s, Spanish Conquistadors founded the city of St. Augustine, and they built a series of 
missions throughout North Florida. One of those missions is said to have existed here on the island.

After the Second Seminole War, settlers formed homesteads along the St. Johns River. Their survival 
depended on fishing and hunting wild game, along with raising cattle and growing crops like citrus, sugar 
cane, corn, cotton and sweet potatoes. A former soldier named Hunton acquired the property and 
established a homestead on the island.

This park has a nice covered pavilion, adjacent parking, a restroom and several large picnic tables 
(many near the water), making for easy setup.  We’ve been to this park a few times and it is one of our 
favorites.  We arrived, to a temp of 66 degrees and 50% humidity, accompanied by crystal clear blue 
skies and a light breeze. Florida Winter at its best!

I enjoyed reading your article on Iambic mode A or B in the NAQCC news.

But I couldn’t answer the poll, because it didn’t have an appropriate answer for me.  I use iambic 
squeeze keying exclusively (unless I’m on a straight key), but I use such that I don’t care whether the 
keyer is in mode A or mode B.

How is that possible?  Well, the only difference between mode A and mode B is what happens when you 
release both paddles simultaneously.  If you never release both paddles simultaneously, you can key in 
a way that works for either style keyer.

In other words, if you key an iambic sequence that ends in a dit, like a “C”, just release the “dah” paddle 
early in the final “dah”, and release the “dit” paddle as the last “dit” is starting.  If you’re keying a 
sequence that ends in a “dah”, like a period, release the “dit” paddle during the final “dit”, and release the 
“dah” paddle during the final “dah”.

I mention this technique a bit on my website:  http://ag6qr.net/index.php/keys-bugs-paddles-and-keyers-
a-terminology-introduction/  (search for “Iambic mode A or B” about 3/4 of the way down)

I periodically switch my keyers between mode A and B, just to be sure I’m not developing habits that 
would cause problems with one or the other.

I don’t claim this is a popular way to do it; in fact, as far as I know, I could be the only person in the world 
who keys this way.  But it works for me, and I enjoy it.  And if I ever get a chance to sit at W1AW, I won’t 
care whether the keyer is in mode A or B.

You can read about my January activities in my web site diary at k3wwp.com, but I do want to present a 
couple items here in the newsletter. I think you'll get a kick out of the first story. I'll explain the reference 
to the QST article after the story.

A tale of the missing QSO. While working on the QST article, I was compiling some stats about the first 
QSO of every day in the streak. Horrors! In checking the compilation in Microsoft Excel, I found only

Bright light appears over my head as in the comic 
strips. Could that be the day of the RAC Winter contest and I didn't transfer my paper notes to any of my 
logs. Let's search the Internet for RAC Winter Contest 2008. Aha, the date was December 27 that year. 
OK, where do I go from here. I have a notebook with many contests in it when I logged on paper and not 
with GenLog. Up to the shack for the notebook. Down here to the computer. Now here's something 
worth perhaps some Twilight Zone music. The notebook has 180 pages. Know what's coming? Yep, I 
opened it first try right to that contest and there was the missing QSO with VA1MM on 80 meters. The 
only contact I made in the contest, apparently using it just for the streak. Heart beating again now. The 
streak is indeed continuous. I'm glad I never threw away those contest notes. Now to correct the logs 
and some other stats.

On the 24th I received an email from Steve WB8IMY of the ARRL which went like this: "I happened to 
come across your web site and read your remarkable story. I was wondering if you would be interested 
in submitting a version of your story for QST? We’d prefer something different from what is published on 
your site (to avoid “content duplication”), but it could be very much the same."

Well, if you ask a duck if he'd like to go for a swim, he wouldn't answer any quicker than I did to Steve. 
Of course I would love to have my story published in QST. That will spread my message of QRP/CW 
operation to a large audience and hopefully convince many of them that they can succeed in ham radio 
even with a very simple setup like mine. That would be very satisfying. I hope to have the article to Steve 
by the end of February which may have it appear in perhaps the April or May issue of QST if all goes 
well. Oh, and of course I'll throw in a plug for the NAQCC as well.

In his final Soap Box entry he noted his previous sprint being that of October 2016.  And those results, 
show 42 QSOs, one of his highest-ever sprint scores.

Our slow-speed 
CW nets are a great place for beginners to practice Morse code under real on-air conditions.  Beginners 
will also find a wealth of helpful information on our club website and we are more than willing to try to 
answer any questions about QRP and CW that you might have.  An extensive monthly newsletter is 
filled with useful projects and news from fellow QRPers.

A number of local NAQCC Chapters offer opportunities to get together for in person socializing and 
QRP/CW activities.
